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VADM Michael D. Malone, USN (Ret.)

VADM Mike Malone, USN (Ret) made his Last Take Off on 20 June 2019. Mike was

born in Brooklyn, New York, and grew up in Farmingdale eventually attending Chaminade High
School, an all-boys prep school in Mineola, New York. Mike met his wife-to-be Janet Freer during
their grade school days, and they were married upon his graduation from the United States Naval
Academy in 1970. His graduate education included the Navy Nuclear Propulsion Program, and stud-
ies at the Naval War College, Harvard University and George Washington University.

Mike commanded VFA-136, USS Kansas City (AOR-3), USS Enterprise (CVN-65), and Carrier
Group 8. He served as Commander, Naval Air Force US Atlantic Fleet and Commander, Naval Air

| Force US Pacific Fleet, becoming the second Commander, Naval Air Forces as the Air Boss. In addi-
tion to his tours with VA-97, where he was a “must pump” input at the end of the Vietnam War, VA-
174 as an Instructor Pilot and Weapons Instructor, and VA-12 as Operations Officer as well as
Maintenance Officer in USS Dwight D Eisenhower (CVN-69), Mike served as a Company Officer at
* * the United States Naval Academy, Flag Aid at Commander Carrier Group Seven, XO of USS Abra-
ham Lincoln, Executive Assistant to the CINC, and Deputy J-5 as well as Deputy Commander,
Southern Watch at US European Command in Stuttgart, Germany.

During his tours as Type Commander, Mike Malone became involved in an effort to assist Naval Aviation to operate in a more effi-
cient and cost-effective manner, and the “Naval Aviation Enterprise” was established. With COMNAVAIRFORCES as lead, the
NAE also includes the Naval Air Systems Command and the Director of Air Warfare in the Office of the Chief of Naval Operations.
Mike retired from active service in August 2004. During his 34 years of active service, Mike accumulated 3900 flight hours and 746
carrier arrested landings. His awards include the Navy Distinguished Service Medal, 5 Legion of Merit awards, the Meritorious Ser-
vice Medal, and numerous unit and campaign awards and ribbons.

After retirement, Mike joined Skarven Enterprises and served as President, guiding the small company to unprecedented growth cul-
minating in the company being acquired by The Boeing Company in 2008. He served on several boards for a variety of companies
and was part of an effort to assist Naval Aviation in solving readiness and maintenance issues.

Mike was also an accomplished chef, enjoyed playing golf, and loved traveling with his wife and grandkids. Mike Malone was
bright, principled, fiercely loyal and a loving family man. He impacted many people during his life and made a significant impact on
Naval Aviation.

The VADM Michael and Janet Malone Scholarship

Mike and Janet Malone have been mainstays of Wings Over America Scholarship Foundation since before Janet became President
of the foundation in 2001. During her tenure, the foundation, which was Wings Over the Atlantic at the time, solicited corporate do-
nations and created it’s first investment account when the foundation received it’s first large donation of $50,000 establishing the
CAPT Neil Kinnear Scholarship. At a time when awards were $1,000 each, the Kinnear scholarship would be $3,000 and the largest
award the foundation would give for the next 16 years. Janet expanded the foundation’s efforts to the west coast when Mike became
COMNAVAIRFOR. As Wings Over Atlantic underwent a name change to become Wings Over America Scholarship Foundation
and continued to grow, Mike and Janet were unwavering supporters and ambassadors for the foundation’s mission. In 2009 Mike
joined the Board of Directors as the foundation began increasing the scholarship award amount. His guidance on the finance commit-
tee and then as Chairman from 2011-2014 helped bring the foundation to where it is today. Mike supervised the creation of
WOASF’s first Strategic Plan that outlined a steady increase of scholarship award amounts to close the gap in increasing tuition. He
expanded fund-raising efforts to Jacksonville, FL with a new golf tournament and resumed the San Diego golf tournament which has
become a part of WOASF’s largest fund-raising event, The Weekend for Wings. Mike coordinated partnerships with Navy League
and Tailhook, and encouraged further education of the staff to bring best non-profit practices to WOASF. For over two decades Mike
and Janet have been advocates for WOASF and will forever be remembered as champions for the dependents of Naval Aviation.

Endowed Renewable Scholarship Program

Donors who wish to create a legacy celebrating or memorializing a loved one
may establish an Endowed Renewable Scholarship that, for a donation of
$125,000, is structured to award a named scholarship for a minimum of 30
years.

To establish the endowment, a donor will notify WOASF of their intent to
fund an endowed scholarship. Once notified, the foundation will establish a
standalone account to contain the funds. The account will be named as the
donor desires. Donations to an endowed scholarship can be made in any
amount and the scholarship will be considered “fully funded” when the ac-
count value reaches $125,000. Donors will have a maximum of five years to
reach this goal.

WOASF will not fundraise for any specific endowed scholarship but will
advertise all endowed scholarship funds in the WOASF newsletter and on the
WOASF website.

The endowed scholarship is intended to be renewable but can be modified to
award annual scholarships at the specific request of the establishing donor.

WOASEF is proud to announce the Wendell and Doris Rogers Scholarship
Fund as our first Endowed Renewable Scholarship.
